Congratulations is in order for the Citrus Hill MESA team. They competed in the MESA competition on
February 27th and 28th. For the competition, they designed, built and tested a working Wind Turbine
that generates electrical power. This rigorous project required many hours of work. The team was re-
quired to submit detailed engineering drawings, design plans and technical plans. They were also re-
quired to prepare a ten -minute oral presentation and a static presentation board. The highlight of the
competition is the dynamic testing to see whose turbine worked the best. Over 500 students from the
Inland Empire competed in the Engineering Competition at MESA Day. Here are the highlights:
