Citrus Hill Biology   
The Citrus Hill Biology classes put together an investigation into the claims of Aquaponics as an alternate method of 

food production versus conventional farming and aquaculture methods.  Aquaponics is a food production system that com-

bines aquaculture (raising fish in tanks) and hydro ponics (growing plants in water) in a re -circulating environment . 

Aquaponics claims to:  

Have  eight to ten times more vegetable production in the same area and time.  

No dirt is needed. Soil type does not matter.  

Vegetables grow two to three times faster in than in the ground  

Aquaponics  is the only cheap way to get rid of ammonia, nitrite, and nitrate accumulations in farm water.  

The students built models of an aquaponics system in bottles in order to investigate the claims.
