Bookkeeperõs Office: 

All student financial transactions are to be made at 

the Bookkeeperõs Office.  The Bookkeeperõs Office is 

open from 7:30 am to 3:00 pm.  Students may not con-

duct business during class time or passing periods.  

Students must have their current student ID to pur-

chase or make payments.  The Bookkeeper accepts 

cash or ATM/Credit Cards with the MasterCard or 

Visa logos.  Payments may be made over the phone 

with credit cards by calling (951) 490 -0400 ext. 32160 

during business hours.  

 

 

ASB Card:

Dances:  

ASB sponsors many dances, including Prom, throughout 

the year.  In order to attend the dance you must have a 

completed Dance Permission slip signed by a parent/

guardian.  Tickets may be purchased at the Bookkeeperõs 

Office.  Tickets are on sale starting at 

least two weeks before the dance, but 

not the day of the dance (or for Mid -

Winter and Prom, the day before the 

dance).  For both Mid -Winter and 

Prom, students must clear their debts 

to the school/district by completing a 

Clearance Form on the back side of 

their Dance Permission Slip; this 

must be signed off by the Librarian, 

Registrar and Bookkeeper!  Remember:  Ticket prices go 

up closer to the dance!  Parents must pick up students no 

later than 15 after the end of the dance; students not 

picked up on time will not be permitted to attend any 

other school event for the school year, and possibly the 

next school year.  

Guests are permitted at most school dances as long as a 

completed Guest Pass Slip is submitted for approval to 

Mr. Flowerõs Office at least five (5) school days before the 

dance.  Gusts must be at least enrolled in ninth grade and 

under 21 years of age.  Parents/Relatives/Guardians are 

not permitted attendance at school dances.  

 

Student ID Cards:  

Students are required to carry their Student ID Card 

when on campus or at school sponsored events.  Students 

must have the card to make purchases at the Book-

keeperõs Office or check out books in the Library.  Stu-

dents need to show their ID for use of school computers. 

All students receive one free ID per year.  There is a $3 

fee for reprinting IDs whether lost or in need of a change 

of information.  

 

Extra/Co -Curricular Events:  

A student must be in attendance for a minimum of four 

(4) periods (180 minutes) during the school day in order to 

attend, practice or participate in a contest or activity, in-

cluding but not limited to dances, concerts or school spon-

sored trips.  The only exceptions are a doctorõs appoint-

ment (on doctorõs letterhead stationary) or a school spon-

sored activity and proof must be submitted to the atten-

dance office. 
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F.Y.I. : General Rules for School Activities  
1. Students will be asked to show a valid Citrus Hill High School ID/ASB card to enter a school dance, 

activity or sporting event.  

2. Students who choose to leave before the function has ended will not be allowed to return and must 

leave the premises immediately.  

3. All school/district policies are in effect during the event, including but not limited to the use of con-

trolled substance, alcohol or tobacco products, possession of a weapon or fireworks, or any other serious 

violation of Education Code 48900.  All school/district policies will apply to both students and guests of 

students.  

4. If a student wishes to bring a guest who does not attend our school, the student must secure a guest 

pass from the Bookkeeperõs Office.  The guest pass must be completed and validated by the Discipline 

Office at least five days prior to the activity and before purchasing a ticket for the guest.  The host or 

hostess must accompany the guest at all times, and the guest must conform to all school rules.  Guest 

must have a current photo ID to enter the event.  

5. Students must serve all Saturday Interventionõs, detentions and have attendance cleared prior to 

school activity in order to participate.  

6. No guest pass will be issued to anyone 21 years of age or older, or for students younger than ninth 

grade. 

7. Students must be picked up no later than fifteen minutes following the conclusion of any school activ-

ity.  

8. Students must be in the event no later than half way through the event.  

9. No òFreakinó type dance will be permitted. 

10. Tickets are non transferable and are non -refundable.  

 

Students whose attendance has warranted the School Attendance Review Board process to be implemented may be re-

stricted from school activities such as athletics, dances and Senior events.  Students who have had eight tardies in one 

semester will also have their school activities and athletics restricted.  

 

Students or guests who are a serious behavior problem at an athletic event or an extracurricular activity (dance, play, 

concert, etc.), may be prohibited from attending other events for the remainder of the school year.   This means that those 

caught drinking, or under the influence of alcohol or a controlled substance, fighting, in possession of a weapon or fire-

works, or any other serious violation of Education Code 48900, in addition to the immediate consequences (arrest, sus-

pension and/or expulsion) may be banned from future school events during the year.
